











The Helsinki Organ Festival is being held in its current form for the fifth time,
but it builds on a tradition spanning several decades. The Organum Socie-
ty, which organizes the Helsinki Organ Festival, already arranged organ art
weeks at least in the 1980s, and the series of regular Helsinki Organ Days
held in March began in 1996. Even earlier, concerts had been organized at
the same time of year in connection with the association’s annual meetings.

Founded in 1964, the Organum Society is a nationwide association dedi-
cated to promoting and developing the art of the organ. We organize con-
certs, courses and seminars, publish literature on organ-related topics, and
bring together everyone interested in organ art.

With more than 60 years of history, the Organum Society has played an
important role as a forum for discussion and as a cultural influencer in the
development of Finnish organ art. Our membership includes professional
organists, organ students, organ composers, organ builders, as well as re-
searchers and enthusiasts of organ art.

The Organum Society is open to anyone interested in organ art and,
according to its statutes, is independent of, for example, church denomi-
nations and music institutions. We work to preserve historically valuable
organs and offer our expertise in various projects related to organs.

As a member of the Organum Society, you will receive the Organum ma-
gazine three to four times a year. Its articles cover a wide range of current
topics in organ music, organ building, and organ performance.

imi Jarvinen, from Vaasa, began playing
the organ at the age of 8. He gave his first
solo concert at 13, and his first interna-
nal performance at 15. His teachers have
included Arto Ristolainen, Mikael Heikius
and Kalevi Kiviniemi. Jarvinen performs acti-
vely throughout Finland and abroad. He has
appeared in Sweden, Denmark, Germany,
France, Hungary and Switzerland. He specia-
lises in French organ music and transcripti-
ons of symphonic works. He has studied in
France at the Strasbourg Conservatoire and
with the Notre-Dame Cathedral organists
Vincent Dubois and Johann Vexo. He is cur-
rently studying with Vincent Dubois in Saar-
bricken at the Hochschule fur Musik Saar.

Uvertyren till Rienzi ar ett av Wagners mest ikoniska verk. Edwin Lemares
skickliga transkription ar ett lysande exempel pa hur val orgeln lampar sig
for orkesterverk.

César Francks tre koraler for orgel blev tonsattarens sista verk. Den fors-
ta koralen visar Franck fran sin allra basta sida och ar utan tvekan ett av hans
mest gripande, djupgdende och imponerande orgelverk.

Scherzot ur Louis Viernes sista orgelsymfoni ar ett lekfullt, nastan
skalmskt virtuost stycke. De basta satserna i Viernes orgelsymfonier ar ofta
scherzon, och scherzot i den sjatte symfonin ar det mest virtuosa av dem
alla. Vierne var organist i Notre-Dame-katedralen i Paris i 37 ar.

Louis Viernes elev Marcel Dupré var kand for sin gransdéverskridande vir-
tuositet, bade som organist och som tonsattare. Finalen Toccata ur Duprés
narmast psykedeliska andra symfoni ar typisk Dupré - virtuost galen musik.

JimiJarvinen
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oseph Bonnet, who served as organist at Saint-Eustache Church in Paris,

composed his magnificent first opus, Concert Variations, a work that has

become one of the cornerstones of French organ music. In the variations,
eautiful theme is gradually developed through subtle and quiet nuances
until it culminates in a thunderous tutti.

Toivo Kuula's Folk Song from the First South Ostrobothnian Suite and
Ostrobothnian Dance are fine examples of musical National Romanticism.
In these two miniature works, the listener is taken deep into the essence of
the South Ostrobothnian tradition. The stately Festive March was composed
for the 10th anniversary of the choir Suomen Laulu and is widely used as a
ceremonial march, including by the Finnish Defence Forces.

The Overture to Rienzi is one of Wagner's most iconic works. Edwin Lema-
re's masterful transcription is an excellent demonstration of how naturally
the organ can adapt orchestral repertoire.

César Franck's Three Chorales for organ were the composer's final works.
The First Chorale represents Franck at his very best and is undoubtedly one
of his most moving, profound and impressive organ compositions.

The Scherzo from Louis Vierne's final organ symphony is a playful and
almost mischievous virtuoso piece. The scherzo movements are among
the finest parts of Vierne's organ symphonies, and the Scherzo of the Sixth
Symphony is the most virtuosic of them all. Vierne served as organist at Not-
re-Dame Cathedral in Paris for 37 years.

Louis Vierne's student Marcel Dupré was renowned for his bounda-
ry-breaking virtuosity both as a performer and as a composer. The final mo-
vement Toccata from Dupré’s almost psychedelic Second Symphony is quin-
tessential Dupré - dazzlingly virtuosic and wildly imaginative music.
